Audition Requirements

• Two scales of the student’s choice, as many 
octaves as ability allows.

• A selection of the student’s choice, represen-
tative of their level of play.

• Those wishing to change instruments should 
audition on their current instrument.

• All candidates must agree to accept the deci-
sion of GNOYO’s selection committee. A copy 
of GNOYO’s Policies and Procedures for Schol-
arships is available upon request.

Auditions will  be held periodically as scholarships 
become available, at the discretion of GNOYO.

All recommended candidates will be o �� ered the 
opportunity to audition, and will be noti �.ed as 
to their audition place, date and time. 

Please use a copy of this page for each recom-
mended candidate. 

• Maximum age: 15 (no minimum age).
• Continued participation in their school program.
• Participation in GNOYO when sufficiently profi-

cient on instrument.
• Private lessons must be with a GNOYO-

approved teacher (information available upon 
request).

• EIP scholarships will only be awarded to those 
playing oboe, bassoon, french horn, trombone, 
viola, cello, or string bass. Students currently 
playing other instruments who are willing to 
switch and have access to instruments offered 
are eligible.
